1. Purpose. 
 
 To advise the Panel of applications for financial assistance from voluntary organisations 

and to advise on their recommended levels of support. 
 
2. Recommendation. 
 
 The Panel are requested to approve the directorate recommendations noted in 

report. 
 
3. Background. 
 

This report details applications for financial assistance from voluntary organisations and 
forms part of a regular submission to Elected Members for consideration.  The budget for 
Voluntary Organisations has at its disposal a budget of £125,791 for 2009/2010 the 
balance of which is detailed in Appendix 1.  Included in the procedures is delegated 
authority to the Depute Chief Executive and Executive Director of Development and 
Environment to make decisions on individual applications of up to and including £1,000.   
 
At the last meeting of the General Purposes Panel 1st April 2009 it was felt that the 
summary on the grant applications was not detailed enough to allow the Panel to reach a 
decision..  It was therefore proposed to provide further detailed supporting information on 
each grant application.  This information is provided as Additional Supporting Information 
ï appendix 7 (a), (b), (c). 
 
A decision to cease the practice of automatically reducing larger bids by 12% was taken 
at Provostôs Panel meeting of 24th April 2008.
